	Pedal Cycle Thefts

During the month of December officers have continued to work closely with pedal cycle retail outlets within the Team London Bridge area dealing with crime prevention measures in an effort to reduce pedal cycle theft. This has resulted in only three reported thefts mainly in Tooley Street whereas the known previous “Hot spot” areas such as Weaver’s Lane and English Grounds outside Southwark Crown Court have not experienced any reported thefts. One of the key solutions that may account for such a low amount of reported pedal cycle theft is the inability of certain local youths who had been on electronic tags and curfew orders having recently been convicted of pedal cycle thefts.

	Illegal Trading / Begging
During this period officers have received one complaint concerning a group of individuals hosting illegal gambling along the Queens Walk area. High visibility patrols were stepped up and since then there has been no visible evidence or reports that the problem is continuing.

During this period one of our persistent illegal street traders was found selling his peanuts outside The London Dungeons In Tooley Street. On both occasions he was reported for the offence and had his trolley seized. He has yet to attend court on these matters.  Police are working closely with the council enforcement team to prosecute offenders.

A well known female beggar was arrested over the Christmas period for begging near to London Bridge.  She initially gave false details as she had breached her injunction but her true identity was soon established and she was remanded to attend court. It is not known what sentence she received at the time of compiling this report.
