	Pedal Cycle Thefts

During the month of January there has only been one reported crime of theft of a pedal cycle within the Team London Bridge area. We have continued to work closely with the retail outlets in the area to get our crime prevention message across to pedal cyclists and also by continuing our high visibility policing in the area.  The traditional hotspot areas have remained quiet due to police target hardening the areas. Two individuals who have been targeted by Police in recent months for this type of crime have just been issued ASBO’s at Camberwell youth court.   

Police will offer a free cycle security assessment to any cyclist who contacts us by the 15th April 2010.  Contact riverside.snt@met.pnn.police.uk for details.  A free electronic data security tag will be offered to the first 50 people who make contact.

	Other Issues

During this period one of our persistent illegal street traders was again found selling his peanuts outside The London Dungeons In Tooley Street along with a colleague. Both males were reported for the offence and had their trolleys seized. Statements have been sent to the enforcement team for further action.

During this month there have been seventeen reported incidents of theft from café’s and public houses in the area. Five of which were from one pub. PC Ingram from Riverside Ward is currently managing a problem solving process around this problem and will be speaking to the management of the worst affected licensed premises in an attempt to reduce personal theft at this particular venue. 

Although begging has been reduced around London Bridge it has not completely vanished.  Police still record details of rough sleepers and provided them to outreach workers from the council and local homeless charities.  Three persons are continuing to come to notice.  We are working closely with other agencies to direct them to available support and services.    Please do not offer them any money. If you would like to help them please contact Riverside Safer Neighbourhoods Team or Team London Bridge and we will direct you to charities who do support the homeless population.  Money given to homeless is often being spent on drugs and only makes the problem worse.
