	Begging & Rough Sleeping

Begging continues to be an issue in the area. Four individuals are being targeted and their details have been referred to agencies who are working positively with the majority of them to assist with getting them off the streets and into managed accommodation. In total ten known beggars on six different days were spoken to and moved on. Unfortunately on each occasion the offence was not complete to formulate arrests. There is a planned operation by Riverside Ward and other officers from Rotherhithe Police Station scheduled for April to enforce the area and deal with those found committing offences.

	Illegal trading 

During this period illegal trading has remained quiet in the area. It is believed they have moved across the river by the Tower Of London and on Tower Bridge Itself. Illegal Gambling, although very quiet around the Tower Bridge area, has not totally gone away and on one occasion gambling equipment was seized from a Eastern European individual although there was not enough evidence to arrest him.

Other Incidents of note:

Regarding the commercial robbery at Café Rouge on 2nd January 2010, a male who was arrested shortly after the incident continues to remain on extended bail whilst Police continue along their lines of enquiry.

During this month there have been eighteen reported incidents of theft from café’s and public houses in the area. 

During the month of April there have been eight reported crimes of theft of a pedal cycle within the Team London Bridge area.  This is a slight increase compared to March. The main areas of concern still remain Tooley Street, especially outside the tourist attractions where bikes are being left.  Bikes left outside the two main retail outlets also still pose a target. Riverside safer neighbourhoods team have been issuing immobitags to cyclists in the area and bringing to their attention the Immobilise Bike marking and tracing system to them.
