	Illegal trading 

During this period there was one illegal trader (nut seller) seen and reported for illegal trading.  He confirmed that most of his colleagues are now operating North of the river due to close attention from police in this area. There were no reports of Illegal Gambling in the area. It would appear that those responsible have moved on.

Other Incidents of Note

During this month there have been fifteen reported incidents of theft from café’s and public houses in the area.  Thirteen of which were from one particular pub, nearly double the amount of thefts in this pub in March. This could be the result of the fine weather we have been experiencing for the month of April and the Easter holidays that brought more people to the area. Known thieves are being stopped and searched in the area but no offences have been apparent whilst conducting patrols. Two incidents of theft of personal property were reported to officers on the extended patrols whereupon a passport was found and returned to its owner. 

A plain clothes operation was conducted towards the latter end of April by officers from Rotherhithe Police Station. Known beggars were seen and moved on as yet again the offence was not complete for them to be arrested. Their details were once again passed on to the street population outreach team for further support.
