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TO BE SEEN FROM THE SHARD'S VIEWING
GALLERIES HAVE BEEN UNVEILED

s construction of the Shard at London Bridge
Quarter progresses, stunning images have
been released showing what visitors to the

building’s viewing galleries can expect to see
when it's completed in 2012.

As part of the building’s mix of offices, homes, hotel

and restaurants, the viewing galleries will be spread over
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three floors (floors 68, 69 and 72). Nearly twice the height . | |

London; landmarks further afield, such as the South
Downs, will also be visible in clear weather.

By day, the galleries will be open to the public. At
night, they will provide a new space for private and
corporate entertaining and special events. For an
occasion to remember, fine dining can be mixed with
stunning views in one of the restaurants and cafés
located on floors 31 to 33 of the 72-floor building,

“The Shard is set to become one of the most
significant additions to the London skyline in decades,”
says James Sellar, chief executive, Sellar Properties
Group, the company behind the Shard. “From the
outset, it has always been my aim to ensure that this
wonderful building is open to the public, so that they
get to experience the wonder of the Shard first hand”
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Successes pile up

Anyone coming in or out of London Bridge station

knows there’s something going on behind the

hoardings. Work is well underway on the Shard:

¢ The piled foundations are about 25 per cent
complete; three 110-tonne piling rigs are drilling the
S54-metre deep piles; and cranes capable of lifting
40 tonnes are lowering the steel casings that prevent
the pile holes caving before concrete is poured.

® Around the perimeter of the site, the solid concrete
wall extends 20 metres into the London clay. This
is to protect the area as the Shard’s three-level
basement is dug — a feat that will involve removing

soil from the site equal in volume to 22 Olympic-
sized swimming pools.

| ® The steel structure is being made in Yorkshire,
while over in Holland, contractors are making the
ultra clear glass that will clad the Shard. In Finland,

work will start shortly on the 33 elevators that will
serve the building’s 72 floors.
