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 I
f all goes to plan, London will get 
a new batch of skyscrapers – some 
stunning and some startling – in the 
coming years. And it’s not the only 

city that’s building up. More and more 
high rises are peppering city skylines 
from China to the Middle East.

But not nearly enough of these new 
developments build in green credentials that 
challenge tired, environmentally-unfriendly 
horrors like bone-chilling air-conditioning 
and swathes of artifi cial lighting.

Skyscrapers have the potential to 
be environmentally friendly in the most 
unexpected ways. It’s all to do with their 
height. Th eir very loftiness means they 
have access to better light and air. And of 
course the smaller a building’s ground level 
‘footprint’, the less land it takes up.

Th at’s where the next generation of 

London skyscrapers – like Th e Shard 
at London Bridge – is pioneering new 
environmental standards. Its location 
and the mix of activities within make it 
an exemplary sustainable building, not 
just in the capital but worldwide.

Th e Shard is that unique thing in London: 
a new mixed-use skyscraper. Th is has all sorts 
of environmental benefi ts. Th e trump card 
here is heat. Offi  ce buildings for almost all 
the year are net producers of heat, whereas 
apartments and hotels are net requirers of 
heat. So Th e Shard’s system allows the excess 
heat generated on the offi  ce fl oors to warm the 
Shangri La Hotel and the apartments above it.

Heat that cannot be used is taken away by 
the wind blowing through the radiator at the top.

Being mixed-use is also good for the people 
working in the building. Once you’re in, pretty 
much everything is laid on including

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because the wind 70 fl oors up is 
often too strong to safely allow this.

Having worked on the environmental 
control systems for Cornwall’s Eden Project, 
I’ve seen a fair bit of change in the approach 
that people are taking to skyscrapers. As the 
lead for Arup’s sustainable business network, 
my job is to encourage our engineers to think 
about sustainability in every project we do. 

We think it’s important to consider what 
a carbon neutral building would look like for 
each of our clients. Th at’s why we draw up a 
sustainable version of everything we work 
on – because we’re utterly convinced it’s 
the direction we should all be moving in.

restaurants and bars, meaning you don’t 
have to waste time and energy leaving the 
building in search of these things.

In this respect, Th e Shard is following 
in the footsteps of some great examples. 
Th e pioneers are towers like the 110-storey 
mixed-use Sears Tower in Chicago, built 
in the 1970s, and Foster and Partners’ 
1990s Commerzbank in Frankfurt, 
which is not only mixed-use but naturally 
ventilated for most of the year. 

And as for its location, there’s nothing 
better for a massive building full of people 
than being spitting distance from some 
decent public transport. People often 
burn more carbon getting to work than 
they do sitting at their desks. Th e Shard 
will have thousands of workers and 
visitors fl ooding through its doors every 
day, and most of them will arrive via 
London Bridge Station. In fact, cutting 
down car usage is such a big concern, 
that it’s only got 48 car park spaces. 

So while air is being put to good use 
as heating, light is also exploited. At Arup, 
we’re helping to install a triple glazed window 
and blind system for Th e Shard, so it can 
be lit by lots of natural light while the sun’s 
heat is kept at bay. Lighting uses the most 
energy in offi  ce buildings. And being a small 
footprint the building needs fewer lights on 
as the distance across fl oor space will be less.

People in the building will notice 
not only that it’s lighter than your 
average tower block, but that they can 
actually get a breath of fresh air as well. 
Wind protected winter gardens have been 
designed into the corner of every fl oor, so 
people can nip outside for a meeting or a 
chat. Th at’s better than opening a window,
